How to Apply

If you would like to be considered for the South Central alternate position, you will need to submit the following:

1. A short biography of your qualifications (approximately 50 words) 

2. Two references (you may include letters of reference or simply names and contact info for two references) 
Your bio should address, at a minimum, the following questions: (1) What is your involvement in the mental health community/consumer movement? (2) What experience do you have providing peer support to others? 

At the top of your bio, please put your name, your county, your region, and your contact information (including email address and phone number). The names and contact information for your two references should be listed at the end of your bio. The bio does not need to be in complete sentences. All bios and references must be submitted by email to Nicole Darr, Coalition Coordinator, at nicole@pmhca.org by 8:00 a.m. Thursday, January 7, 2009. Sorry, no faxed or mailed submissions will be accepted.
Qualifications
To be eligible to serve on the Steering Committee, you must be:

· Someone who openly identifies as a person in recovery from mental illness.
· Someone who provides mental health peer support to others (paid or volunteer).
· A resident of Pennsylvania. (And you must live or work in the region you plan to represent.)
In addition, all Steering Committee members should:

· Be able to communicate and publicize messages within their regions or work with point persons who will do this.

· Be committed to attending the Coalition Steering Committee meetings regularly (or in the case of alternates, to attend meetings as needed).
· Have regular access to email.

· Have regular access to a telephone.
Selection and Notification of Candidates
After all submissions have been collected, all peers from the South Central Region who attend the Central Region CSP meeting on January 9, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. at the DGS Annex Complex (formerly Harrisburg State Hospital) will vote to determine which candidate will become the alternate. Up to two alternates may be chosen, depending on submissions received. All candidates will be alerted after the vote as to the outcome.
